When is 2 Yorkie not a Yorkic? When it's actually called
aBiewer. Its no surprise that the second most popular dog
rated by the American Kennel Club, the Yorkshire Terrier
now has a_ colorful counterpart called the Biewer. The
Yorkie was introduced to the United States in 1872 during
the Victorian Era and quickly gained populasity, becoming
a favorite houschold companion. They are intelligent,
independent and courageous animals that sometimes don't
realize their petite size. Weighing in at about 7 bs, Yorkies
exert confidence towards all others of every size, proving
their pack-driven personality

In 1984, in Hunsruck, Germany, Yorkshire Terrier
owners Werner and Gertrude Biewer began breeding their

twa prize-winning show Yorkies and from the offspring
embarked on a new breed. Visibly noticing a difference in

the litter, the couple began to investigate how this could
have happened. Realizing if's because of a rare recessive
picbold gene, which gives the dogs white paws and a white
belly, Mr. Biewer decided:to not only breed Yorkies but
0 also begin a whole new rare terrier of its own. They
introduced the Biewer Yorkshire Terrier a 1a Pom Pon (a la
Pom Pon translates to *a tassel or coloeful ball of yarn.”).

According to the AKC standard, this adorable terrier
resembles a Yorkie, except for a few noticeable differences.
The Biewer has white paws, white belly and a distinctive
blue and tan coat. The liead also has a vasiety of color
schemes compiled of white, black, gold and blue. These
specific standards were originated by Werner Biewer and
are sill followed.

By 1988, Biewer placed his new show dog in its first
competition in Wiesbaden, Germany. The next year, the
ACH German e.V. accepted the Biewer as a rare breed
Iported to the United States in 2003, the Biewer
continued to go unrecognized by any major kennel club.
Fast forward to the present and there is a handful of clubs
around the world breeding, educating, and supporting the
German standard in a Biewer Yorkie
